Developing Christian Leaders at HVL 
 
For over 35 years, HVL has been a wonderful 

blessing to area congregations.  One important 

way is that we train the next generation of lay 

leaders for local congregations.  To fortify that 

training, Pastor Matt Schaewe and Pastor Dan 

Schmidt began a program this past school year 

called ―Developing Christian Leaders.‖  This past 

school year, HVL seniors were required to perform 

ten hours of ministry work; six hours of that time 

was allocated to helping the Spanish outreach ef-

forts in Detroit.  The other four hours was dedi-

cated for serving in their home church.  One bless-

ing from this past year is that some students have 

continued to volunteer long after their required 

time is fulfilled.

Opportunities for Ministry - HVL has five alumni currently attend-

ing Martin Luther College (2 teacher and 3 pastor).  HVL’s Taste of 

Ministry Program allows sophomores and juniors to spend a day in 

an area LES classroom.  MLC rep Nick Schmoller visits HVL twice 

each year and his initial visit this year found four upper classmen 

who are interested in attending MLC.  Pastor Matt Schaewe will take 

these interested students on a trip to MLC later in the school year.  

 

Faculty Recognition - Mr. Tom Schwartz will complete thirty-five years in the 

teaching ministry this year.  Tom is the head of the math department, our German 

instructor, guidance counselor, and holds a masters in mathematics.  Those of you 

who know Mr. Schwartz know he has a servant-like attitude and is extremely hard-

working.  HVL is blessed to have Tom and we pray that God continue to bless him.   

 

Mr. Jim Ott will soon complete a masters program in the area of sport administra-

tion.  Jim is the athletic director and also teaches various math courses.  Jim has 

been serving at HVL for over eleven years and has made many improvements to 

our sports program, most recently with the addition of a golf and track program as well as beginning a Weight Training 

course in 2006.  We are thankful to have Mr. Ott and wish him continued success in his work at HVL.   

Electives – HVL continues to offer elective opportunities to students.  Students can take Spanish 

1,2,3;  Art 1,2;  and Business Marketing through our Shared Time program.  This year we have 

also added on-line classes through ―Michigan Virtual High School‖ and ―Area Lutheran High 

School Online (ALHSO).‖  Students use these online agencies to take computer programming 

courses, web page design, and foreign language courses.  In addition, Pastor Schaewe started a 

Current Events course for upper classmen, and HVL also offers voc-tech classes to students 

through Wayne-Westland if needed.

This 

could be anyone who might benefit from the 

information it contains, for example, employees or 

people interested in purchasing a product or requesting 

your service. 

You can compile a mailing list from business reply cards, 

customer information sheets, business cards collected at 

trade shows, or membership lists. You might consider 

purchasing a mailing list from a company. 

If you explore the Publisher catalog, you will find many 

publications that match the style of your newsletter. 

Next, establish how much time and money you can 

spend on your newsletter. These factors will help 

determine how frequently you publish the newsletter 

and its length. It’s recommended that you publish your 

newsletter at least quarterly so that it’s considered a 

consistent source of information. Your customers or 

employees will look forward to its arrival.
