Opportunities for Ministry - This school year we graduated 17 seniors.  One graduate has enrolled at MLC and one is 
considering BLC.  HVL has four alumni currently attending Martin Luther College (2 teacher and 2 pastor).  This school 
year one junior participated in the HVLõs Taste of Ministry Program.  HVL also has five students who regularly volun-
teer their time to work with Pastor Schmidt in the Spanish mission in southeast Detroit.  

Enrollment ð From the bar graph you can see that our enroll-
ment has increased over the past ten years.  It is our goal to en-
roll 20-25 students per class each year with a total enrollment of 
80-100.  We began this school year with 87 students total, and 
we were especially pleased that we had 21 students enroll in the 
freshmen class despite projections of only 16 students.  For the 
coming school year, 20 eighth grade students have registered 
which represent 68% of available area LES 8th grade students.  
We have exceeded early projections and estimate a freshman 
class of approximately 22 and a projected total enrollment of 85.   
 
 
From the statistics in the chart below, you can see that approximately 75% of LES students indicate they may enroll at 
HVL.  In addition, you can see HVL currently enrolls approximately 65% of available grade 8 LES students.  This is an 
excellent percentage and we thank area pastors, teachers, alumni and families who reach out to others and encourage 
students to attend HVL!
